MOVING A MIXED NIPHL & NIRMS CONSIGNMENT

You must attach NIPHL labels to the smallest tradeable unit and may then move seeds to Northern Ireland under NIPHL.

During your Annual Records Audit (ARA), your local inspector will assess what you are moving under the NIPHL scheme against the seed sampling conducted. Your inspector will check,

ahead of the inspection, to see which lots have been sampled historically via PHES or in eDomero. If sampling has been done privately, records of this sampling should be available to your

inspector during the audit.
